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The City of Mason in Warren County 
recently contracted TEC Engineering to 
monitor their traffic signals.   For several 
years, the City of Mason has utilized TEC 
on an as-needed basis to address signal 
and timing issues throughout the City.

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Since 1966, most of the United States has observed Daylight Saving Time from at 2:00 
a.m. on the first Sunday of April to 2:00 a.m. on the last Sunday of October.  Because of 
the Energy Policy Act of 2005, beginning in 2007 most of the U.S. will begin Daylight 
Saving Time at 2:00 a.m. on the second Sunday in March (March 11) and revert to 
standard time on the first Sunday in November (November 4).  This change is typically 
accommodated by changing our alarm clocks and fire detector batteries.  Additionally, 
many of our computers are updated based on their programming.   

…You may ask, how does this apply to traffic 
engineering?  Well, there is a computer sitting at each of our 
signalized intersections; the traffic signal controller relies on 
maintaining the date and time to operate the intersection 
efficiently.  Most of the controllers rely on the manufacturer's 
programming to update the time of day to accommodate the 
Daylight Savings Time changes.  This programming is based 
on the April to October Daylight Savings Time of previous 
years.  If not updated correctly, many of our intersections will 
be off by one hour for approximately a month before and a 
month after the new ªSpring Aheadº and ªFall Backº times.  
This time change will especially be critical because of School 
Flashers.  Often School Flashers operate on time of day patterns through the traffic 
signal controller.  To determine the best methodology to accommodate this change in the 
Daylight Savings Time, please contact your traffic signal maintenance division. �
